Idea No 1 
Why not take the local bus to Cheddar, and visit the famous Caves and Gorge, discount tickets to Cheddar Caves available here - save over £2 per ticket.

Your explorer ticket includes an open-top bus tour* through the gorge, a visit to the caves and the crystal quest, and for the more adventurous the 274 step walk up Jacob’s ladder – 

well worth it for the fantastic views!

Or visit England’s smallest city – Wells, visit the Cathedral and Bishop’s Palace, after lunch why not take the bus on to nearby Wookey Hole Caves and Papermill. Discount tickets for the caves on sale here saving you up to £1.90 on an adult and child ticket.

Idea No 2 

Take the bus from Weston-super-Mare to the nearby village of Winscombe, approximately 40 mins away. Then take a leisurely stroll from Winscombe station following the Strawberry Line to Cheddar. This is a 4 mile walk along the former Great Western railway line on which trains carried goods including the famous Cheddar strawberries from which the line takes its name. The walk was created by volunteers in 1983 and is a pleasant alternative to the busy A371.

When you reach Cheddar why not treat yourself to a cream tea at one of the many tea shops before catching the bus back to Weston-super-Mare for a well earned rest.

Idea No 3 
Take the bus to the nearby coastal resort of Clevedon, situated on the edge of the

Bristol Channel, this Somerset town is steeped in history – visit the Victorian pier which dates back to 1869.

Why not combine your visit to Clevedon with a short trip on the famous Waverley & Balmoral ships which regularly sail from the Pier to destinations, including Penarth and Minehead or enjoy an afternoons cruise of the Holm islands and the coast of Wales.

Many of these cruises return to Clevedon in time for you to catch the bus back to 

Weston-super-Mare.

Using the train

Idea No 1 

Take the train from Weston-super-Mare station to Bath, a full day could easily be spent in this historic city, visiting attractions such as: The Roman Baths, Museum of Costume and the                   Victoria Art Gallery – treat yourself to a famous Bath Bun at Sally Lunn’s house and museum.

After lunch why not take an open-top sightseeing tour through the city passing all the main points of interest. 

If you’re a shopaholic you’ll never run out of places to spend, with big name High Street retailers as well as lots of smaller individual shops.

Idea No 2 

Regular trains leave from Weston-super-Mare to Bristol with a journey time of approximately 30 minutes. There’s so much to do here – you’ll struggle to fit it all in! 

There’s loads of shops including an indoor shopping centre ‘The Galleries’ with 100 shops, Bristol Cathedral, visit the new at Bristol attraction with Wildwalk and the Imax cinema.                Take a ferry boat tour from the harbour, or on arrival at the train station take the regular bus service to Bristol Zoo.

Idea No 3 

Take the regular train service from Weston-super-Mare to Taunton, spend some time exploring Somerset’s County town or catch a bus to the coastal town of Minehead. 

Here you could stroll along the promenade, visit the famous Butlins Holiday Resort (day visitors welcome) or take a short return trip on the famous West Somerset Railway –                     Britain’s longest heritage railway. Returning to Taunton on the bus before catching your train back to Weston-super-Mare.
